Tony will do further research and 
he and Elsie will make the final decision of the way forward based on the best deal 
available to meet our needs. When the Daisy contract ends, we will no longer have a 
phone line to the church.  

• Paul has had several challenges within his family to deal with as well as moving 
house. To help relieve the pressure he is under, we will cover or defer as many of his 
duties within the Diaconate as possible. This includes non-urgent fabric team 
matters. The hall clean up will be postponed but Elsie and Pam will sort out some of 
the storage areas in the hall and prayer room. The hall decorating and fixing of 
skylights, and outside notice board update will all be postponed. 

• Updating our website is still ongoing. 
• Elsie to remind other churches in the Littleover group about a shared first aid course. 
• It was decided not to pursue advertising in the Littleover little book.  
• Elsie’s contract still needs to be updated to full time. 
• Elsie asked Graham to be involved with leading our 2026 Anniversary service and 

she has got Jenny Few to come as speaker. 
• Janet and Hilary have still been unable to get Hilary’s name included as a signature 

on the bank account. 
• Hilary agreed to be a backup to Christine for both finance and gift aid. 
• Getting someone to take on room bookings is still ongoing. 
• Sandra has completed an updated list of church officers. 
• Discussion about welcome packs and also the storage of new peoples information to 

go on the next agenda. 
• The repainting of the baptistry railings in white was discussed with mixed views.  

Hilary suggested that blue might be a better choice.  This to be taken to the church 
meeting.
